Approval of Materials used in the CMS-EMU Cathode Strip Chambers


After due consideration from the CERN CMS Engineering Group and the CERN-TIS group, we approve the complete list of materials used in the CMS-EMU Cathode Strip Chambers construction. The list is filed and kept in the CMS-EDMS documentation system as CMS-ME-YR-0001 v.1 and covers the Chambers ME1/2, ME1/3 and all the chambers in station 2, 3 and 4.


The items used in the chamber construction and listed in CMS-ME-YR-0001 v.1 satisfy the Safety Instructions TIS-IS 41 and TIS-IS 23 Rev.2 with the exception of the following components for which we provide formal derogation after investigation of the technical constraints and an analysis of the possible compensating preventive measures:

a) Usage of FR4 materials in the Chamber panels

b) Usage of specific epoxies containing traces of Chlorine (0.1-0.2 % in weight) 

c) Usage of small quantities of PC (PolyCarbonate) plastics


We request the CMS-EMU Collaboration to keep the CMS-ME-YR-0001 v.1 document up-to-date in the CMS-EDMS database. We also request that any material change is approved by the CMS Project Engineer and the CERN-TIS group before being implemented in the production process. 
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
